Thanks to its compact and
clear shape, the lighting sys-
tem designed by Supersymet-
rics blends extremely well into
the surrounding architecture.
A variety of spotlight models
and a wallwasher together
with the option of integrating
indirect lighting make the Su-
persystem the number one for
sophisticated lighting tasks.
The extremely compact, en-
ergy-saving LED Superspot
is ideal for accent lighting,
even from high fixing points.

Requiring only 2.5 W per
spot spotlighting of objects
in a focussed and multi-fa-
cetted way is possible from
a height of five to six metres.
The LED ensures UV and
IR-free light for gentle illumi-
nation. High-quality reflector
technology ensures uniform
illumination without any fla-
ring effects. The entire object
with all its details is subtly but
impressively set centre stage.

The spotlights plus control
gear can be clicked into the
tracks, of which three models
are available - recessed, sur-
face-mounted or suspended
-, without the use of any tools.
As standard, the system s
provided as single spot and
triple spot with built-in control
gear, featuring three radiati-
on angles between 10° and
41°, The LED comes with an
optional colour temperature
of warmwhite 3,200 K, neut-
ral 4,200 K and cool 5,500K.
The spotlights can be rotated
360°. For wide-area lighting,
a wallwasher module fitted
with T16 fluorescent lamps is
available. It is also possible to
integrate indirect lighting into
the suspended track-moun-
ted model, which can be op-
tionally fitted with warm or in-
termediate fluorescent lamps
or with colourchanging LEDs.

The option to integrate a 3-
phase track allows to also in-
tegrate conventional spotlights
and emergency lighting mo-
dules.
